Questionnaire  

Introduction

Questionnaire took place in October – November  2010  in all the seven schools partcipated to the project.  Questionnaire was formed in cooperation  on the first project meeting in September 2010 in Malaga, Spain.

In the questionnaire there were 50 questions – seven questions from each country about history, geography and culture. The first question collect information where students have got information about 1989-1990 revolution in Eastern Europe. (See  in the appendix 1) 

All together there were    filled   293 tests:  56 from Bulgaria, 32 from Estonia, 37 from Germany,  45 from Hungary, 43 from Poland, 40 from Spain and 40 from Turkey.

In Hungary some of the students did not answer that question.

Most of  the students have got information from the media. In Estonia, Poland, Spain and Turkey this choise has got more votes. 

On the second place are parents and on the third special occasions. In Germany there we can notice the big rate of parents who had talk to the children about revolutions in the end of 80-s. 59.5% of the respondents have got information from parents. One third of Bulgarian students have got their information on school or state ceremonies.

We can see that half of Spanish students haven’t heard about 1989 revolution at all. It’s not a surprising reason of different culture and information room. We can hope after our project this number will  decrease.

The Bulgarian students have good knowledge about Hungary, there have been summary of 135 correct answers of 392 possible, it gives 34,4%. On the second place is Turkey with 118 correct answers -  30,1%. 

The worst result , only 73 correct answers  -  18,6% , is Germany. But the Bulgarian students' best answered question is German question 4) In which of the following countries were GDR citizens allowed to travel? (several answers possible) a) Poland b) West-Germany (FRG) c) Hungary d) Austria e) Italy. with 37 correct answers but only 2 Bulgarian students know the capital of the Federal Republic of Germany before 1990 was Bonn, it was the worst result at all the Bulgarian questionnaire.

The Estonian students' best results were shown to Spain questions, there were 70 correct answers of 224 possible, 31,3%. The second result – Hungary with 68 correct answers, 30,3%.  The best known fact with 20 correct of 32 possible is from Hungarian questionnaire – question number  6) Which sea is Hungary connected to? a) Black Sea; b) Mediterranian Sea; c) Balaton Sea; d) None

The worse result, only 20 correct (8,9%) – Germany. Only one student from Estonia know the right answer to the German question 3) How long did it take from ordering a new car in the GDR to getting it? a) up to half a year;  b) up to one year; c) up to 7 years; d) up to 18 years.

The German students best results were shown to Turkey, there were summary 119 correct answers of 259 possible, 45.9%. This result belongs to top three, 2nd place. The best know fact for German students with 31 correct answers is Turkeys first question Who is the founder and the first president of Turkish Republic? a)Atatürk; b)İsmet İnönü; c)Celal Bayar; d)Kazim Karabekir. On the second place is Spain with 70 correct answers, 27.0%. 

The worst result with 37 (14.3%) correct answers was shown to Poland. There were several questions with only one right answer, one to Poland question, one to Bulgarian.

The Hungarian students' best results go to Turkey with 114 correct answers of 315 possible, 36,2%. On the second place there is Poland with 112 correct answers, 35,6%.  Also the other results are very close to each other, the difference in only the few points. Only the results for German questions are far away from others – 79 correct answers (25,1%).

The best and the worst known questions both are from Polish test. The best with 29 correct answers is Polish question number 1) What is the longest river in Poland? a) Odra; b) Vistula; c) Bug; d) Warta. The worse result 5 correct answers is Polish question number 5) L. Walesa is sometimes called…..? a) an electrician from the shipyard; b) the first non-communist prime minister of Poland; c) the Primate of the Millennium; d) a left-wing politician.

The best known country for Polish students is Hungary with 123 correct answers from 301 possible, 40,9%.  This result belongs to the top three of all schools, 3rd place. The second result goes to Spain with 96 correct answers, 31,9%. 

The worst result was shown to German test – 52 correct answers, 17,3%

Two questions have got the same result - 29 correct answers: Hungarian question number 6) Which sea is Hungary connected to? a) Black Sea; b) Mediterranian Sea; c) Balaton Sea; d) None  and Estonian question number  5) When did Estonia become a participant of the EU? a)1994; b)1998; c) 2004; d)2008.

Two questions have answered correctly only once – German question number 6) How many countries have a border to Germany? a) 6; b) 7; c) 8; d) 9 and Estonian question number 3) In 1988 the revolution in Estonia began with a big congregation in Tallinn. Spanish students have got the best result in Estonian test – 137 correct answers from 280 possible, 48.9%, top result of all schools. On the second place is Germany with 116(41.4%) correct answers. 

The worst result was shown to Hungarian test – 69 correct answers (24.6%). 

The best answered question is Polish question number 2) How many countries have a border to Poland? a)4; b)6; c)7; d)9 with 35 correct answers.  The worse answered question is Bulgarian question number 3) Dissident combatted power by means of: a) weapons and conspiracy; b) cooperation on important issues; c) openly stated opposition to the system; d) seek assistance from foreign governments with 4 correct answers.

Turkey's  best result goes to Polish test – 105 correct answers from 280 possible, 37.5% . On the second place is Germany with 90 correct answers, 32.1%.  

Turkey's students' worst completed test was the Estonian one, with 39 (13.9%) correct answers.

The best result – 33  has got the same Polish question 2 (see below).  The Estonian question number 4) When will Euro be the Estonian currency? a) already has; b)2011; c)2012; d)2013 has got 0 points.

How  we know our country?
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One the first place are students from Malaga with very good score – totally 247 correct answers from 280 possible what gives 88,2%.

Students from other six countries  have shown very similar results. On the second place are students from Karaman with 62.1% . 

Best score

 Every Spanish student, parcipated in the questionnaire, knows Camilo Jose Cela was awarded with the Nobel Prize in 1989 and state form nowadays in Spain is Parliamentary Monarchy 

Every Turkey's student, responded to the questionnaire, knows the answer to two questions too: Atatürk is the founder of Turkish Republic  and Fatih Sultan Mehmet conquered  Istanbul in 1453.  

In Torun every student knows the answer to the question 3) Which of the following was not the president of Poland? a)L. Walesa; b)A. Kwasniewski; c)T. Mazowiecki; d)L. Kaczynski. 

Only one student from Svishtov doesn´t  know  Rila  is the highest mountain in Bulgaria.

 Summary

This questionnaire was called into being by reason to ascertain how our students know their countries' history, culture and geography. 

The shown results give us the information that students in schools, which parcipated in the project, haven’t very good knowledge about the events in the end of 80-s in their countries. Whereas the knowledge about geography and culture is better. 

In conclusion, we hope this project helps students to learn that their way of life is a result of the events in 1988/90, and that their history is tightly connected with the history of our European partners and after two years the results will be better.
